	The Lead Member for Planning (a) noted the  final changes that had been made to , and  approved , the Core Strategy  Issues and Options Report, and the accompanying Sustainability Appraisal Report, for public consultation, (b) approved the publication of a determination that the Core Strategy is likely to have significant environmental effects and therefore must be subject to a strategic environmental assessment ,(c) endorsed the proposed consultation arrangements for the Core Strategy and (d) expressed appreciation of the hard work of officers in producing such a high-quality and readable document.
