	The Lead Member for Planning (a) approved the sale, by way of a 999 year lease, of the White Meadows site, as shown on the plan submitted at the Briefing  ,  to Booth Charities and the subsequent grant of a 99 year lease back to the Council for the occupation of the site and premises, (b)authorised the Head of Legal services to complete the necessary legal formalities and (c)noted that a further report ,detailing the costs of the proposed physical works to the building as part of the arrangements with Booth Charities, would be brought forward for approval in due course following the tendering of the works.

The Lead Member for Planning accepted a revised target cost from Birse Civils Limited , in the sum of £256,688, to carry out the resurfacing of A57 Liverpool Road from the entrance at Macro to the Gyratory, Irlam. 
The Lead Member for Planning approved  Phase 26 of the Highway Investment Works ,at a cost of £172,018.40, comprising full footway reconstruction of Moss Lane, Pendlebury, using Enviro Kerbs and agreed that with works adjacent to shops should  be carried out at weekends 
The Lead Member for Planning approved  Phase 27 of the Highway Investment Works at a cost of £298,243.86  involving cut away - plane off 60mm at Albert Street/Peel Street , Eccles, and replacing  with 60mm SMA surface course and noted that  road closures would be  required
The Lead Member Planning approved the target cost received from Highway Services, Urban Vision, in the sum of £127,216.64 for the renewal of the parapet on Barr Hill Retaining Wall
The Lead Member for Planning (a) considered a report on a scheme whereby employees could hire, with a view to purchase, bike and cycle safety accessories via their employers and which  outlined (i) those persons who would be entitled to take part in the project, (ii) the actions required by employers and (iii) how the scheme would be administered and (b) was informed that , at his briefing on 18th February , 2008, the Lead Member for Customer and Support Services had approved the implementation of the scheme in Salford as soon as administrative arrangements permitted.
The public were excluded from the meeting for the following items which included exempt or confidential information as defined in Paragraph 3 (financial or business affairs) of Part 1 of Schedule 12a of the Local Government Act 1972 .
The Lead Member for Planning authorised (a) the making of  an advance payment of compensation in accordance with Section 52 of the Land Compensation Act 1973 and (b) the Strategic Director of Customer and Support Services to complete the legal formalities.
The Lead Member for Planning (a)approved the terms for the proposed acquisition of Regent Trading Estate and 45/47 Oldfield Road, Salford, and (b) authorised the City Solicitor to complete the legal formalities
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
