1.0 BACKGROUND
1.1
At the meeting of the Lead Member on 26th March 2007, approval was given to the proposed programme of Transport Capital Expenditure for 2007/2008.

1.2
Included within the programme is an allocation for the resurfacing of A57 Liverpool Road, Irlam within the PRN maintenance budget.

1.3
This scheme will include the resurfacing of the carriageway along the A57 Liverpool Road between the entrance to Makro and the Gyratory at Cadishead Way. The footway on the east side will be reconstructed in bitmac. 

1.4   Improvements to the junction at Boysnope Golf Club and the construction of a Pelican crossing will also be included in this scheme. These items of work will form part of a Section 278 Agreement between the City Council and Peel Holdings resulting from a planning decision notice granted on 21st December 2006 for the construction of the proposed development at Boysnope Wharf.

In accordance with the Re-thinking Construction Framework Agreement the scheme has been allocated to Birse Civils who are experienced in this type of work.

2.0 DETAILS
 2.1
The scheme comprises:

· Resurfacing of A57 Liverpool Road from Makro entrance to the Gyratory at Irlam.

· Installation of a new Toucan crossing and new footway at Boysnope Golf Course.

· Construction of improvements to the junction at Boysnope Golf Club under a 278 Section agreement with Peel Holdings as part of planning conditions.
