BACKGROUND: 

At the meeting of the Lead Member on 15th September 2009 approval was given to the proposed programme of Transport Capital Expenditure for 2009/2010.

Included within the programme is an allocation for the resurfacing of A57 Liverpool Road, Cadishead from New Moss Road to Fir Street. This lies within the Principal Route Network maintenance budget.

The scheme comprises of the following:

· Site clearance

· Resurfacing Liverpool Road, Cadishead from New Moss Road to Fir Street

· Take up existing footway surfacing and lay new bituminous surfacing. materials 

· Kerbing 

· Tactile paving

· Drainage works

· Street Lighting

· Tree Planting

As part of the Re-thinking Construction Framework Agreement the schemes in the Block 3 Transport Capital Programme are allocated equally between the 3 civil engineering framework partners, based on value. Schemes up to a value of £100K are allocated as of right to Urban Vision Highway Services, schemes above £100K and below £2M are allocated to either Birse CL or Tarmac Ltd based on either the complexity or type of work to be undertaken.

In accordance with the Re-thinking Construction Framework Agreement the scheme has been allocated to Tarmac Limited who are particularly experienced in this type of re-surfacing work.
