THE HIGHWAYS INVESTMENT CAPITAL BUDGET 2011/12
RECOMMENDATION:
That the Lead Member for Planning approves the Highways Investment Programme Capital budget proposals for 2011/12, as outlined in the report and as detailed in the background document.
EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:
Current levels of Highway Maintenance revenue funding are likely to be reduced by approximately £1.5 m during the 2011/2012 financial year.  The proposals outlined in the report, and detailed within the background document, recognise the need to minimise any adverse impact to statutory functions whilst at the same time balancing the Council’s available revenue and capital budgets.

DETAILS – CAPITAL
1.1
Capital allocations for both highway and street lighting maintenance for 2011/12 have been specified as £3m and £1.966m respectively, a total of £4.966m.
1.2
In order to ensure compliance with the City Council’s statutory requirements with regards to highway and street lighting maintenance, and to maintain an adequate Section 58 defence against tripping accident claims, the revenue account will require support from this Capital account to the value of £1.200m.

The remaining capital allocation of £3.766m will be apportioned as follows.


£2.260m for highway maintenance, to support the ongoing network recovery programme.  Details of the proposed priority schemes, determined on the basis of Engineering need, are outlined in the attached background documents and are summarised below.
