DETAILS:

1.0 A petition has recently been submitted to the city council requesting the 

introduction of a residents parking scheme on Blantyre Street, Winton.

1.1
Residents claim that due to Cleavley Athletic Track and 2 football pitches


being located at the southern end of the street, on-street parking is reduced for residents and is made worse during the summer months especially at weekends. Blantyre Street is approximately 7 metres wide and is the only access road to the athletic track and the car parking facilities to the football pitches.

1.2
Site observations have been carried out throughout the working week and there has been no evidence of the area being heavily parked by non-residents. The car parking facilities to the athletic track and football pitches were also empty.

1.3
Lead Member will be aware the criteria to justify the implementation of a residents’ parking scheme includes that not less than 85% of the available kerb side space has to be occupied for more than 6 hours between 8am and 6pm on five or more days a week from Monday to Saturday.

1.4
If vehicles do park at the weekend as the petition suggests and taking into account the current working day parking pattern, Blantyre Street does not meet the criteria for the introduction of a residents’ parking scheme.
