RECOMMENDATIONS :

The Lead Member is requested to  :-

- approve the award of the above contract to the following companies :-

  Ace Minimix, City Sitemix Concrete Ltd and Tarmac Ltd at an estimated minimum cost of £116,095 and maximum cost of £126,000, dependent on the variation of mixes required and availability of supplier in order of cost effectiveness;

- authorise the Head of Law and Administration to prepare contract award documentation as soon as possible. 


EXECUTIVE SUMMARY :

This contract arrangement is necessary to ensure continuity of supply of Ready Mixed Concrete for use on the maintenance and upkeep of highways and paved areas within the city boundaries.

The operational efficiency of the Highway Services maintenance staff is dependent on the availability of Ready Mixed Concrete in its various grades of mix, hence the recommendation to award contracts to all three suppliers, but on the strict understanding that the supplies required on a daily basis will be procured from the company providing the most competitive rate for the required mix and ensuring the necessary delivery time indicated.
