DETAILS:

1.0 BACKGROUND

1.1 As part of the Service Level Agreement to schools Urban Vision’s Property Services (Education) Group maintains a schedule of rates contract with 3 companies, for glazing works.  If schools then want to procure building works they are able, if they wish, to choose one of the contractors. 

1.2 The previous schedule of rates contract for school glazing works was re-tendered in February 2004.

The benefit of the schedule of rates is that it guarantees set prices for glazing works.

The Three Schedule of Rates Contractors previously approved have indicated that they will be willing to provide the service for a further year. The rates will be increased for this second year by 6.5%. This is in accordance with the BMI All in Maintenance Index forecast to the nearest one tenth of one percent.

2.0 PROPOSALS

It is therefore recommended that the current contract be extended for a further 12 months commencing June 2005.
