1.0     BACKGROUND :
1.1
Four contractors, Colas Limited, Coldmac Limited, Prismo Limited and ABS Surfacing Limited were invited to tender for the 2003 / 2004 anti-skid treatment programme in January 2004.

The successful tendered rates were approved on 1st March 2004 and the programme of works carried out during the same month. 

1.3
The standard of work achieved by ABS Limited during the execution of the 2003 / 2004 programme was judged to be of a high standard.

DETAIL :
2.1
Long term Civil Engineering schedule of rates contracts are traditionally subject to ‘contract price fluctuation’ clauses which varies the base schedule of rates prices in line with market forces affecting the price of materials, labour and plant. However, on this occasion ABS Surfacing Limited have agreed to carry out the 2004 / 2005 programme of works, valued at £50,000, utilising the previously submitted rates.

To prevent the inefficiency of a complete re-tender it is considered appropriate to instruct ABS Surfacing Limited to carry out the proposed works utilising the rates submitted and approved in March 2004.

In view of the rates for this work having been recently submitted and approved in March 2004 it is recommended that ABS Surfacing Limited undertake the City Councils anti-skid treatment programme for 2004 / 2005.
