To seek approval to amend the title of a Compulsory Purchase Order on land off Glendinning Street, Salford. 

2.0 Details

2.1
As part of the acquisition strategy for the Seedley and Langworthy Regeneration  
Area the City Council has been acquiring land and property interests within the 
Glendinning Street area, Salford in order to provide a new school site for the 
relocation of St James RC Primary School and All Souls RC Primary School.

2.2 Once all the interests have been acquired it is intended to demolish the properties and redevelop the site.

2.3 Negotiations for the acquisitions are being progressed, and in order to ensure that possession and ownership can be obtained it is proposed to make a Compulsory Purchase Order.

2.4 At the Cabinet meeting on 3rd February 2004, the Director of Corporate Services was authorised to make a compulsory purchase order under Section 226(1)(a) of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990 the title of the order being:-

2.5 In view of the time delay in making the Compulsory Purchase Order it is necessary to seek Lead Member approval to revise the title of the order to:-
