EXECUTIVE SUMMARY :

Lowry High School closed in 2003 following completion of the New Albion high school.  The building was subsequently let on a temporary basis to the Manchester Jewish Grammar school whilst their existing site in Bury was redeveloped.  The property was vacated in December 2005.  

Lowry High School is a strategic site in the proposed first phase of regeneration within Lower Broughton.  As part of our site obligations under the Development Agreement with Countryside Properties we are committed to securing the demolition of redundant buildings identified for redevelopment.

Approval is required for the acceptance of the revised tender bid for the demolition of the school buildings.

Background

2.1 Redevelopment of the Lower Broughton Regeneration Area is being implemented through a joint venture partnership between the Council and private sector partner, Countryside Properties Plc (The Partnership) under the provision of a formal Development Agreement.

Under the terms of the Development Agreement the City Council is obliged to progress strategic site assembly and site clearance.

Lowry High School is within the proposed first phase of redevelopment and is now fully vacant.  Early demolition is essential to minimise property holding costs and ensure a cleared site can be passed to Countryside in accordance with our obligations under the Development Agreement.

Building Control invited tenders for the demolition of the property in 2003 when  Education were due to vacant the premises.  The following tenders were received:-:

The tender from J Freeley Ltd was subsequently accepted however due to the temporary letting of the building to the Manchester Jewish Grammar School the demolition had to be placed on hold.

3.4
In December 2005 following confirmation of the vacation of the premises J Freeeley Ltd were asked to review their demolition tender to account for inflation and known increases in the asbestos removal/disposal.   A revised tender of £130,265 has now been received.

Resource Implications

4.1 The acquisition will be funded from either capital receipts secured from land sales in the regeneration area, HMRF or unsupported borrowing.
