DETAILS

1.0 BACKGROUND;

1.1 Lead Member approved on the 31st January 2005 a series of traffic calming proposals in the Langworthy Road area, formulated to reduce the number and severity of road accidents involving children.

1.2 The detailed design of those proposals has now been completed and a target cost for the works has been provided by Urban Vision (Highway Services)

2.0 DETAILS;
2.1 The area under consideration for the installation of the proposals is that bounded by Langworthy Road, Lower Seedley Road, Derby Road and White Street.

2.2 The proposals comprise the construction of the following;

· 20 mph zone with appropriate signage and zebraflex surfacing

· 5 junction plateaux

· 36 flat top and 12 round top humps

· 14 sets of speed cushions

· 4 sets of pinch points and 1 traffic chicanes

· additional parking bays to Seedley Park Road 

2.3 It is anticipated that these measures will lead to reduced vehicle speeds and create a safer environment for residents.

2.4 The detailed design process has necessitated a variation from the scheme as presented to Lead Member previously. A traffic chicane has been deleted from Seedley Park Road, two additional sets of speed cushions and 5 additional flat top humps are proposed.  The target cost as detailed includes for this variation.

2.5 Legal advice is being sought by the Traffic and Transportation section to determine if there is a need to re-advertise the traffic regulation orders necessary for the implementation of these varied works.

3.0 FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS

3.1 A target cost for the proposed works has been received from Urban Vision (Highway Services) for £207,626.64.

3.2 The overall cost of the scheme is summarised as follows
