DETAILS 

1.0 BACKGROUND

1.1
 Under New Deal for Schools Condition and Modernisation Fund, money has been awarded to replace the defective felt roof covering.

1.2
The felt roof to the Infant building was identified within the Asset Management Condition Survey as being in a poor condition and requiring re-roofing.

1.3
A specification has been prepared to re-roof the Infant block with a built-up elastomeric felt system with improved insulation. Associated works include the renewal of all rooflights and rainwater outlets, and the replacement of the timber fascia boards with a composite maintenance free board.

1.4
The lowest tender was submitted by D. Shawcross Ltd in the sum of £138,500.00 but, they have subsequently withdrawn their tender as they are not able to meet the contract programme due to other commitments with the Council. The second lowest tender submitted by K. Pendlebury and Sons Ltd has been checked and found to be in accordance with the specification and contract documents.
