1. Acceptance of the lowest tender for re-surfacing the rear passageways submitted by P. Casey Land Reclamation Ltd.

2. Approval to award the contracts at a total scheme cost of £167446 including fees.


EXECUTIVE SUMMARY :   

The Alleygating Project was approved by New Deal for Communities in June 2004. The areas has been identified as requiring alley gating on the basis of crime figures, the Keegan’s Neighbourhood Renewal Assessment report (June 2003) and the Development Framework November 2003. The New Deal Crime and Community Safety Strategy & Action Plan (2004-07) identifies the Alley Gating project as improving the physical environment of housing areas to reduce the incidence of burglary, nuisance and community safety. The resurfacing of rear passage ways is linked to this scheme to provide a safe and level surface for residents to use. 

New Deal for Communities are working in partnership with SCC Highways to implement and manage this project.The project benefits will be to reduce crime, improve community safety, reduce housing turnover, improve local area image and foster community spirit.

The project will include the resurfacing of 5 alleyways in the Blandlford Rd, Seaford Rd & Gerald Rd, area of Charlestown.

Groundwork Manchester Salford and Trafford have been appointed to implement and manage the alleygating project on the basis that they bring substantial experience in implementing community alley gating projects. It is also proposed that physical environmental improvements are carried out to the alleyways themselves, such planting, to make the spaces more attractive for local residents

The contracts are currently out to tender and the tender process is scheduled from completion week commencing February 14th 2005. Lead member approval is being sought for the acceptance of the lowest tender.  

Alleyway closures have been secured and are subject to formal notification. Planning permission has been submitted and it is anticipated that this will by 14th February, installation of the gates will occur when planning permission is received scheduled for July 2005. Ownership of the passageways when closure is secured will be with the homeowners, discussions are being held by Groundwork with SCC to seek support for local residents with one off maintenance works such as drainage clearance.

Failure to approve the schemes will result in a loss of funding in particular HMRF and additional funding as a result of this will need to be secured.
