1 BACKGROUND
1.1 Manchester Ship Canal Company (MSCC) operates Centenary Bridge for Salford City Council. During maintenance operations MSCC raised a concern about the safety of working on the abutment bearing shelves.

1.2 Salford City Council undertook a risk assessment of the bridge maintenance operations and concluded that safety fencing should be provided to protect against potential falls from both abutments. Additionally, vehicular barriers should be provided on the northern side of the canal to prevent maintenance vehicles accidentally driving into the canal.      

2 DETAILS


2.1 Centenary Bridge carries Centenary Way, which is a primary route over the Manchester Ship Canal. 

2.2 Salford City Council own the bridge but subcontract the operation and maintenance of the bridge to the Manchester Ship Canal Company. 

2.3 Additional safety measures are required to protect operatives working at height on the abutments bearing shelves and to prevent maintenance vehicles driving into the canal on the northern side.

2.4 Permanent access ladders and handrails are to be provided on both abutments and vehicular barriers on the northern canal access road to prevent falls.
