TITLE : EXTENSION TO THE ANTI-SKID TREATMENT PROGRAMME 2004 / 2005


RECOMMENDATIONS : That ABS Surfacing Limited undertake be asked to extend the City Councils specified anti-skid treatment programme for 2004 / 2005


EXECUTIVE SUMMARY : ABS Surfacing Limited was the successful tenderer for the 2003 / 2004 anti-skid treatment programme.  Unit rates were submitted and approved in March 2004 and are considered to be appropriate for use for a period of 12 months.  Approval was granted in December 2004 authorising ABS to carry out the anti-skid treatment programme for 2004 / 2005 utilising these previously submitted rates.  Due to slippage in expenditure of the Block 3 Capital account an opportunity has arisen to further extend the anti-skid programme.

ASSESSMENT OF RISK : Failure to maximise skid resistance on the approach to highway “events” may lead to an increase in road accidents.  Failure to maintain the skid resistance at an appropriate level could lead to the Council being found negligent in the event of an accident.

1.0 BACKGROUND
1.1 Four contractors (Colas Limited, Coldmac Limited, Prismo Limited and ABS Surfacing Limited) were invited to tender for the 2003 / 2004 anti-skid treatment programme in January 2004.

1.2 The successful tendered rates were approved on 1st March 2004 and the programme of works carried out during the same month. 

1.3 Approval to instruct ABS Surfacing Limited to carry out the proposed anti-skid programme for 2004 / 2005, at the previously agreed rates, was granted in December 2004.

2.0 DETAIL

2.1 To compensate for slippage within the Block 3 capital programme the anti-skid surfacing programme can be extended utilising sites on the reserve scheme list.

2.2 ABS Surfacing Limited have indicated that the additional works can be undertaken and completed within the 2004 / 2005 financial year.

3.0 SUMMARY

3.1 In view of the current Block 3 slippage and the ability of ABS Surfacing Limited to carry out the additional works during 2004 / 2005 it is recommended that the City Councils anti-skid treatment programme for 2004 / 2005 be extended.
