1.0 BACKGROUND
1.1
At the meeting of the Lead Member on 10th January, 2005, approval was given to accept the tender submitted by HW Martin Limited for the installation of safety barriers at fives sites in the Swinton area of which three sites have now been successfully completed.

1.2
At one of the remaining locations, Reginald Street, it has been identified that an additional section of safety barrier is required to prevent vehicles leaving the carriageway and crashing onto the railway.

1.3
A survey of the site has been undertaken in accordance with the Department for Transport  “Road Vehicle Incursion Risking Ranking” which indicates that safety measures should be considered.

1.4
Trial holes have been excavated at the site and the most effective option identified for this essential safety work is to erect open box beam safety barrier.

2.0 DETAILS
2.1
The proposals comprise the erection of open box beam safety barriers at the rear of the north footway on Reginald Street from Moorside Road for a length of 130m.

2.2 It is proposed to paint the safety barrier to enhance its appearance.

3.0 FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS
