1.0 BACKGROUND;

1.1 Lead Member approved on the 12th September 2005 a series of traffic calming proposals in the Gerald Road area, formulated to reduce the number and severity of road accidents involving children. Statistics had revealed a history of 8 injury accidents, 4 of which involved children

1.2 The detailed design of those proposals has now been completed and a target cost for the works has been provided by Urban Vision (Highway Services)

2.0 DETAILS;
2.1 The proposals cover the area between Reading Street and Lichfield Street and include Gerald Road. 

2.2 The proposals are as shown on Drawing No. SC/D/10848/01 and comprise the construction of the following;

· 20 mph zone with appropriate signage and zebraflex high friction surfacing.

· flat top and round top humps.

· a mini roundabout feature at the junction of Gerald Road and Suffolk Street.

· a plateau at the junction of Tabley Street and Lichfield Street.

· additional improvements to carriageway markings. 

2.3 It is anticipated that these measures will lead to reduced vehicle speeds and create a safer environment for residents, particularly vulnerable road users such as children

2.4 The detailed design process has necessitated minor variations from the scheme as presented to Lead Member previously. 
3.0 FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS

3.1 A target cost for the proposed works has been received from Urban Vision (Highway Services) for £162,177.63

3.2 The overall cost of the scheme is summarised as follows
