1. Approves the proposed programme of Transport Capital Expenditure for 2010/11 in order to enable further design work and public consultation to take place, as necessary.  
EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:

This report presents the proposed Block 3 Transport Capital Programme for 2010/11.

BACKGROUND DOCUMENTS:

Report to Lead Member for Planning 17 December 2007, “Local Transport Capital Expenditure Settlement 2008/09 – 2010/11”.  Annex 1, Description of Proposed Schemes; Annex 2, Draft Block 3 Transport Capital Programme 2010/11; Annex 3, Schemes Listed by Community Committee; (Attached). (Available for public inspection).  
KEY DECISION: YES  
DETAILS:   
LTP Settlement for 2010/11:
1. The 2010/11 Local Transport Capital Expenditure Settlement was announced by Government on 27 November 2007, when it announced its allocations for the three year period 2008/09 – 2010/11.  In that settlement, Salford City Council received capital allocations amounting to £5.204 million.  
2. However, the actual allocation to the City Council will be less than this, owing to a number of Greater Manchester topsliced contributions (agreed by AGMA), particularly those to be made towards the funding of the Metrolink Phase 3a scheme, of which Salford’s share of this contribution amounts to £0.406 million per year over 7 years.  In addition, the newly established Greater Manchester Transport Fund, has also led to a further topslicing of LTP minor works allocations.
3. This is all reflected by the figures shown in Table 1 below.

The proposed Block 3 Transport Capital Programme for 2010/11 is listed in Annex 2, and listed by Community Committee area in Annex 3 to this report.  The programme is also summarised, by scheme type, in Table 2 below.  The estimated total budget requirement is for £5.204 million, which includes for expenditure on the Council’s two major highway schemes, the Manchester / Salford Inner Relief Route and Cadishead Way, both of which have outstanding land purchase settlements to finalise.   A brief description of each of the various new proposals is also appended to this report, at Annex 1.

Major Schemes:
5.
Manchester / Salford Inner Relief Route:  The forecast remaining costs for this scheme amount to £0.487 million, bringing the forecast total scheme cost to £26.955 million.  However, the to total funding allocated to this scheme amounts to only £26.354 million, and the Department for Transport has informed us that we will not receive any further allocations towards this scheme. Thus, there is an anticipated shortfall of funding. Indeed, approximately £0.114 million has already been funded via last year’s minor works programme, leaving a potential £0.487 million remaining to be funded this year via the Block 3 Transport Capital Programme.  
6. Cadishead  Way:  The forecast spend on this scheme is approximately £0.500 million, for outstanding land compensation claims.  There is a potential funding surplus to requirement of approximately £1.392 million for Cadishead Way.  The City Council will discuss with the Government Office for the North West the potential to use surplus from this scheme to off-set any eventual shortfall with the Manchester / Salford Inner Relief Route, prior to returning the remaining unspent resources back to the Government.

Integrated Minor Works:

7.
Within the proposed Integrated Minor Works programme, points of particular note include:

· A continued commitment towards reducing road casualties, with £0.345 million allocated to local safety schemes;

· £0.080 million for bus stop improvement works in Cadishead;

· £0.220 million to provide improved cycling facilities, including funding towards a cycle hire scheme, working jointly with Manchester City Council;

· Cycle route improvements between the University and Manchester City Centre;

· Further development of our Sustrans routes;

· A contribution towards supporting our Greater Manchester bid for "Plugged in Places" funding, aimed at providing on-street charging points for electric vehicles;
· A continued devolved budget, and a further allocation of £800,000 to be split between the Community Committees. 
Maintenance:

8. Within the proposed Bridges and Capital Maintenance programme, points of particular note include:
· A subway improvement programme, commencing with those at Pendleton Roundabout;
· A continued programme of works to protect against vehicles overriding on the footways of Network Rail bridges, which are not strong enough to carry such loads; &
· Resurfacing to A576 Leigh Road (Stanfield Drive - Ellenbrook Road). 

Reserve Schemes:

9.
In addition, there is a proposal to progress design work on a reserve list of schemes, totalling a further £2.550 million. Should any of this year’s programmed schemes become delayed, or should additional resources become available, then some of these schemes would then be brought forward, in order to ensure a full spend.

Opening Para:

1. At a meeting on 16 March 2010, Cllr Derek Antrobus, Lead Member for Planning, is to approve Salford’s Transport Capital Programme for 2010/11.  The programme sets out £5.2 million of expenditure on local transport improvements, such as for local safety schemes; new cycle routes and facilities; improvements for pedestrians; bridge strengthening; and principal roads maintenance.

Body of Text:

2. Each year, the City Council receives transport funding allocations from the Department for Transport, to implement improvements in line with the aims and objectives of the Greater Manchester Local Transport Plan.  This approved capital programme sets out how the City Council intends to spend those allocations.

3. Schemes of particular note include:

· A continued commitment towards reducing road casualties, with £0.345 million allocated to local safety schemes;

· The completion of bus stop improvement works in Cadishead;

· Improved cycling facilities, including funding towards a cycle hire scheme;

· Further development of Salford’s Sustrans routes, along the Roe Green Loopline and Bridgewater Way; 


· Improvements to the subways at Pendleton Roundabout; &


· A continued devolved budget, and a further allocation of £800,000 to be split between the Community Committees.


Closing Para:

4.
Cllr Antrobus said, “These improvements are part of the Council’s continued endeavours to make the City’s transport system, safer, healthier and more sustainable, as we strive to minimise the negative effects of car use.  They will help tackle some of our worst road casualty problems, maintain essential road infrastructure, and deliver further stretches of our safe, off-road greenways routes.”



Further Details:

5.
The approval to the Transport Capital programme also included approval to commence design work on a reserve list for further transport schemes, which total an estimated cost of £2.55 million.
Should any of the programmed schemes become delayed for some reason, then some of these reserve schemes may be brought forward and substituted in their place.

-  Descriptions of Proposed Schemes



Local Safety Schemes:


1. Local Safety Schemes:  These schemes are identified by the Casualty Reduction Unit of Urban Vision, using analyses of casualty data supplied by the Police.  Within this process, the schemes brought forward represent the best value for money, in terms of costs v's casualty reduction benefits, and are prioritised accordingly. 

2.
A6 Broad Street / Irlams O'th Height:  Committed expenditure from previous year’s local safety scheme to remove sign gantry and install a crash cushion.

3.
School 20mph Zones Programme:   A ranking exercise of all schools in Salford, using casualty information, has identified a number of schools in the top band that would benefit from 20mph zones adjacent to them. This programme will  progress 20mph zones for that top band of schools, with a view to further tranches in future years.


4.
Safer Routes to Schools Programme:   A number of requests have been received to improve unadopted footpaths that are close to schools, which would provide a more direct route if upgraded. It has been decided that work to improve the surface of these footpaths should take place on the grounds of road safety, with frontagers and landowners being contacted to inform them that the footpath will continue to be within their ownership, with no liability being taken by the Highway Authority.

5.
Newearth Rd / Ellenbrook Rd Junction:   This was highlighted as a problem by the Worsley and Boothstown Community Committee and identified as a collision ‘hot spot’.  The proposal is to implement a mini-roundabout with pedestrian refuges, and to provide driver feedback signs on the approach to this location, to provide turning opportunities from Ellenbrook and slow down traffic on Newearth Road.

6.
Leigh Road / Ellenbrook Road Junction:   This will be scheme combining speed management and driver feedback signs, on the approaches to this junction.

7.
Liverpool Road, Irlam, Pedestrian Improvements:  The proposal here is to install a Puffin Crossing point.

Public Transport Schemes:

8.
Bus Stop Improvements, Cadishead:  Works to raise kerbs at bus stops along Liverpool Road, to assist people with mobility difficulties, wheelchairs or buggies.  The improvements will enable the new ‘kneeling buses’ to drop down virtually flush with the footway.  


Cycling Schemes:  

9.
Cycle Parking Facilities:  Continued programme of cycle parking provision.

10.
Cycle Parking facilities at Schools:  Ongoing programme to provide all secondary schools with secure cycle parking facilities.

11.
Bridgewater Way Improvement:   A contribution towards this scheme to upgrade the towpath of the Bridgewater Canal, for use by cyclists and buggies, wheelchair users, etc.  


12.
Cycle hire Scheme:  An initiative being developed jointly between Manchester City Council and Salford City Council, to provide automated cycle hire facilities on-street between designated ‘cycle-stations’. 

13.
Cycle Route Links to City Centre:  A programme of measures, supporting a Greater Manchester initiative to show a dedicated will to improve cycling facilities within each district.  Within Salford, we have chosen the area round the University and links to Manchester City Centre.

14.
Irlams O’th Height – Pendleton Roundabout Cycle Route:   A scheme to connect the existing facilities along the A580 East Lancs Rd with the those commencing at Pendleton Roundabout, filling the gap in cycling facilities along that particular radial route.


15.
Cycle Route Links to Employment Sites:  A new initiative to provide improved accessibility by bike to some of the city's employment areas, initially commencing with the Salford Royal Hospital.

Looplines Phase 5:  A continuation of the works to improve these "green routes", which are included on the NCN map.  This scheme will include improving the length of loopline adjacent to Walkden High School, which is soon to be redeveloped as part of the Building Schools for the Future programme.

17.
Plugged In Places:  The City Council is woking with the GMPTE and a number of other AGMA authorities to make a bid for a share of the DfT's "Plugged In Places" fund, set up to make resources available to install on-street / car park charging points for electric vehicles.  If accepted, the City Council will be expected to make a financial contribution towards the cost of the scheme, hence this suggested allocation with the Block 3 Programme.


Community Committee Schemes:


18.
Schemes under this category have been identified and prioritised by the various Community Committees, and represents the devolved budget element of the Transport Capital Programme.


Bridge Assessment & Strengthening Schemes:

19.
Bridges – General Works:  A budget to enable small ad hoc bridge works to be undertaken without having to wait until the following financial year.

20.
Subways Improvement Programme:  A programme to provide improvements to Salford’s legacy of underused and unattractive subways, to make them friendlier and more usable.  The proposal here is to undertake a trial scheme at the subways under Pendleton Roundabout, which are well used.  The Options for improvements will consider:


- significantly enhancing the lighting and introducing decorative LED lighting;

- improved wall cladding;


- new coloured footway surfacing;


- new handrails / cycle chicanes;


- Tidy up of landscaping areas on the approaches.

This trial will give us a feel as to how resilient the various improvements are likely to be against vandalism, prior to rolling out similar works to other subways.  The design of this scheme is also being drawn up with the involvement and participation of local pupils from the Albion High School.  This has led to some delay in progressing the scheme, which was originally programmed for last year.

21.
Broad Street Footbridge:   Broad Street Footbridge has suffered impact damage to the single main span box beam. In addition to this the pedestrian parapets are showing evidence of corrosion that required repair and protection to prevent future deterioration. Water penetration is a major issue on this bridge, which will result in corrosion of the steel structure if left unchecked. It is necessary to review the drainage of the structure together with the waterproof protection of the deck. It is envisaged that a new waterproof membrane with an anti-skid finish will be required to reduce future maintenance and reduce the risk of pedestrians slipping on the worn surface. To enhance the life of the bridge all steel surfaces are to receive a protective coating. It is recommended that this be undertaken every 12 years (dependant upon exposure conditions) to ensure that the reapplication of the protective coat is undertaken economically.


22.
Footway Protection to Network Rail Bridges:  A programme to provide works to a number of Network Rail bridges, to prevent vehicles from being able to drive onto the footway, under which the design of the bridge structure is not strong enough to carry such weight.


23.
Culvert Condition Surveys:  There are a number of issues relating to some of Salford’s aging culverts, including frequent blockages and possible collapses.  These culvert condition surveys will identify the necessary works to address these issues.

24.
Frederick Road Network Rail Bridges:    This scheme will strengthen two Network Rail bridges, which have been assessed as not meeting the required national standard for 40 tonne live loading.  The actual strengthening works will not be carried out before 2011/12, however, due to the need to prepare the detailed design and arrange for the necessary rail track possessions.  The costs for the 2010/11 programme include for scheme design only.  The eventual works will be carried out by Network Rail, but the City Council’s share of the scheme costs are likely to in excess of £1 million in total. However, Network Rail are offering to allow the City Council to spread its payments of these costs over 3 or 4 years.


Highway Structural Maintenance Schemes:

25.
Worsley Brow Roundabouts:   This scherme will provide a temporary treatment of the carriageway. There will be a need to revisit these roundabouts at some later stage, in order carry out a full reconstruction of the carriageway at an appropriate time.  

26.
Moss Lane:  This scheme will provide a full reconstruction of a section of Moss Lane. 

27.
Leigh Road (Stanfield Drive – Ellenbrook Road):   Carriageway maintenance to improve the road surface and raise its skid-resistance up to an acceptable standard.  This scheme was flagged up as a reserve scheme last year, and has now been designed in detail, and is ready to implement. The first section, which included an element of footway reconstruction, was carried out during 2008/09.  This year’s work is predominantly carriageway resurfacing work and seeks to complete the overall scheme.  

28.
Deflectograph Surveys:   This is an ongoing process to survey the condition of the City's carriageways, and helps to inform our priorities for maintenance.   Where a priority maintenance need has been identified, the deflectograph information is also used to determine the extent of the works that are needed along that length of carriageway.


Reserve Schemes:


29.
Leicester Road Pedestrian Facilities:  Collision analysis has identified Leicester Road as having a high proportion of pedestrian casualties. The period between 31/05/06 to 31/05/09 (3 years) has seen 24 collisions with 13 being pedestrian collisions (54%).  The proposal is to improve the opportunities for pedestrians to cross Leicester Road by extending the footway to provide three built-out crossing points, 3 new pedestrian refuges and to upgrade an existing refuge with tactile paving. We are also investigating the opportunity to amend and upgrade the existing pelican crossing on Leicester Road close to Tetlow Lane. Additionally, it is proposed to mark out a parking layby between Northumberland St and Heaton St to regulate the current parking situation.  


30.
Cycle Route Links to Employment Sites (Hessel Street):   This scheme will provide improved pedestrian and cycling facilities along Hessel Street, so as to provide a good link into MediacityUK and Salford Quays from the Weaste area of the city.

31.
A56 Bury New Road Shared Facility:  This scheme will provide an unsegregated shared pedestrian/Cycle facility along Bury New Road outbound between Gt Cheetham St West/East and Knoll St.  This particular stretch is currently the only stretch of Bury New Road without cycling facilities, and is parallel to a stretch of inbound bus lane which takes up the available carriageway space and prevents the provision of a cycle lane.  This scheme is also in response to a request made by a local cyclist.

32.
Dropped Kerbs and Tactile Paving Programme:  A programme to bring our main roads up to a good standard, in terms of dropped crossing facilities.  These works will provide improvements to assist pedestrians and encourage more walking trips. The programme will particularly assist older people and people with motorised wheelchairs or buggies, etc.

33.
Irlam Station Access Improvement:  Irlam Station car park is shortly to be improved, as part of the Park & Ride programme within the Greater Manchester Transport Fund proposals. The access to the station is via Station Road.  This scheme will look to supplement the car park works, by improving the junction of Station Road / Liverpool Road, to make access & egress to the station easier and safer.

34.
Little Hulton Station Bridge:   Principal Inspections of Little Hulton Station Bridge have identified that major repair and refurbishment work is required. Repairs to the bridge will at best be short term and are unlikely to avoid an ongoing maintenance liability. A study has concluded that a box structure constructed within the existing bridge opening would not only provide a long-term solution but also improve the appearance of the structure particularly for users of the Loop Line footpath. Reference should be made to Lead Member Report dated 29th May 2006 for clarification.

35.
Leigh Road Culvert:    Leigh Road culvert is located on Shaw Brook Tributory, a non- main river, and is owned by the City Council.  It is approximately 450mm internal diameter, constructed of clay and brick.  It is now approximately 250 years old and has collapsed on numerous occasions.  Flooding of the road occurs on a regular intervals due to these restrictions.  To reduce operational problems and renew the culvert, a new 900mm diameter culvert is the be constructed which will ensure an adequate life span and capacity. The scheme is a culvert dereliction replacement scheme rather than a flood defence scheme.

36.
Sherbourne Footbridge Refurbishment:   Sherbourne Footbridge is a reinforced concrete footbridge consisting of three spans. The bridge was constructed in the mid 1970’s. The main defect is extensive spalling of the concrete resulting from the corrosion of the reinforcement bars.  These defects have been present for a number of years and are becoming more extensive. It has been identified that corrective action is required. This action needs to be either extensive repair of the concrete structure or replacement.  The proposal is to undertake a feasibility study for this bridge that will review the defects present on the structure, with a view to determining the most appropriate course of action. The feasibility study will consider the whole life cost of both of the above options, together with the impact on the public. 


37.
Ellenbrook Culvert:   Ellenbrook culvert is a 900mm internal diameter brick culvert, constructed during the 1830’s.   It is proposed that the culvert is relined in a suitable material to prolong its life in a similar method to sewer renovation. The life of the culvert will be extended by up to 100 years and will reduce the likelihood of collapse.


38.
Culvert Safety Improvement Programme:  A programme to improve the safety of some of the city's culverts, in terms of undertaking routine maintenance operations. 

39.
Centenary Bridge Refurbishment:   This scheme will address problems relating to the raising / lowering mechanism of Centenary Bridge becoming occasionally jammed.

40.
Liverpool Road (Peel Street – Cawdor Street):   Most of this stretch of road has failed the National Indicator. There are large sections where the surface has broken up with numerous potholes and many old reinstatements are failing. The road is now deteriorating more rapidly than other streets, due to its poor condition and the recent extreme weather conditions.



41.
Manchester Road (Cleggs Lane – Bolton Boundary):     This section of Manchester Road is in poor condition, having been heavily patched over the years, with a large number of utility trenches.  The road is now deteriorating rapidly and will soon fail the performance indicator.  This scheme is ranked as one of the Council’s top priorities, according to our SCRIM results and visual inspections.

42.
Liverpool Road (New Moss Road – Brinell Drive):   Carriageway maintenance to improve the road surface and raise its skid-resistance up to an acceptable standard.  This includes raising the kerbs to a full height.  This scheme would be an extension of the scheme between New Moss Road and Fir Street.  Part of this 
work is essential.  Again, this scheme has been 'on the drawing board' for three years.  The driving factor with this one is the poor results obtained from the SCRIM data analysis, where a high number of wet skidding accidents have occurred as a result of poor wearing course PSV (Polished Stone Value).  This section of highway runs from New Moss Road to Fir Street.  The remaining section of highway, from Fir Street to Brinnel Drive, although not as high a priority, is considered to be in poor enough condition to warrant additional in order to complement the primary works.   
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
