DETAILS 

1 BACKGROUND
1.1 The bridge is a twin steel truss structure situated at the centre of Grain Wharf in Salford Quays. The bridge is approximately 15 years old and is the main right of way between St Lawrence Quay and Vancouver Quay. In 1996 the bridge received partial repair but the original paintwork has since further deteriorated and faded. A full repainting of the structure is now required in order to maintain the structure in good order and to ensure that this bridge continues to provide a positive visual contribution to the locality. 

2 DETAILS


2.1 Mariners Canal Central Footbridge carries the central footpath across Grain Wharf. 

2.2 The bridge will be encapsulated within plastic sheeting to prevent detritus from entering the atmosphere and from contaminating the water system. 

2.3 A steel infill plate will be installed onto the central arch feature that will strengthen the appearance of the arch and provide a safety benefit by helping to prevent youths from climbing under the bridge and accidentally falling into the canal.   

2.4 An anti-slip surfacing is to be applied to the walkway surface of the bridge. 

2.5 The bridge is to be repainted using its existing colours. 

2.6 The work is programmed to commence on 23rd May 2005 and has a contract completion date of 17th June 2005.
