Following a number of recent planning applications Members have requested a study of the parking patterns in and around Swinton Town Centre.  Concern has also been expressed at the levels of traffic congestion at the following junctions:

(1) East Lancashire Road/Worsley Road/Partington Lane.

(2) Chorley Road/Station Road.

(3) Bolton Road/Station Road.

Consequently, Capita Symonds have been asked to consider both the movement of traffic and parking patterns within the area as a whole.
