DETAILS
1.0 Purpose of Report

1.1
To seek approval to the making of a Compulsory Purchase Order on land and property within the Jubilee Street Redevelopment Area, Salford.

2.0 Details

2.1
As part of the acquisition strategy for the Seedley and Langworthy Regeneration  
Area the City Council has been acquiring land and property interests within the 
Jubilee Street area of Salford in order to support and take forward the wider 
plans in the area for diverse development of housing to create greater choice in 
terms of size and quality of housing supply.

2.2
This development site will provide for the remodelling and refurbishment of 
existing houses together with new build as necessary and it is expected that this 
will provide a greater choice of properties of a different size and type for home 
ownership.

2.2 The land currently comprises of 46 terraced properties all built around 1900 together with adjoining vacant land.

2.3 There are currently only two properties which have not been acquired, one of which is occupied by a Homeswapper.  However the Homeswapper has identified an alternate property in which they can relocate and the refurbishment works are currently being undertaken to that property.

2.4 In addition to the two properties which have not currently been acquired there are various areas of unknown ownership within the rear passageways and the Order will also secure title to those areas.

2.5
The new development will be led by Manchester Methodist Housing Association, 
the lead Registered Social Landlord for the Central Salford Area.

2.6
Discussions have and will continue to take place with the affected owners with a 
view to acquiring the outstanding interests by agreement.  It is however 
considered necessary to progress the making of a compulsory purchase order as 
a fallback in the event that these discussions prove unsuccessful.

3.0 Recommendations

3.1
It is recommended that Lead Member authorises:-

1) the City Solicitor to make a compulsory purchase order under Section 226(1)(a) of the Town & Country Planning Act 1990 on those land and property interests within the Jubilee Street Redevelopment Area, Salford

2) that the Strategic Director of Housing and Planning to progress, in parallel with the making of the Compulsory Purchase Order, the closure or diversion of any highways and/or passageways within the site as necessary.

3) that the Order be named:-

“Salford City Council (Jubilee Street, Salford) Compulsory Purchase Order 2005.”
