TITLE: PENDLETON RETAINING WALL REPAINTING


RECOMMENDATIONS: That the proposed new colour scheme for the Pendleton retaining walls be approved prior to the issue of tender documents.


EXECUTIVE SUMMARY: Painting of Pendleton underpass retaining walls is required because the existing colour scheme is very worn. Surface preparation of the old paintwork in readiness for repainting will remove a large proportion of the existing coating. The need to remove much of the old coating precludes any residual usefulness and therefore provides the opportunity to change the existing colour scheme. The Engineering Design Section sought ideas from the Landscape Group, resulting in an alternative painting scheme proposal providing a change to the current pattern and colour.

DETAILS (Continued Overleaf)

1. BACKGROUND

1.1. The coated retaining walls to the A6 at Pendleton Roundabout have deteriorated and the colours have severely faded. 

1.2. Recent inspections have identified that the paintwork is peeling and flaking making the appearance of the underpass unsightly.

1.3. Specialist advice has recommended that the retaining wall surface should be grit blasted and a fairing (smoothing) coat applied to provide a quality finish and ensure a minimum life expectancy of 10 years.

1.4. The surface preparation of the retaining wall surfaces in preparedness for repainting would remove a proportion of the existing coating. This will require full remarking of the existing pattern prior to repainting.

1.5. It is proposed that since the surface preparation works would remove the existing coat, a new look should be adopted for the underpass. 

1.6. The Landscape Design Group were requested to propose an alternative design that was simple to achieve.  

2. DETAILS

2.1. Pendleton Roundabout is located at the junction of Broughton Road and the A6 Broad Street Underpass.

2.2. The existing protective coat arrangement consists of three pastel colours in a contemporary adaptation of a rotating ‘V’ through the length of the underpass. 

2.3. The proposed new scheme utilises three colours; stone, sapphire blue and pastel blue. The wall colours are to comprise the use of horizontal bands; this concept is based upon the coloured bands being indicative of strata’s behind the retaining walls. The lower darker bands add to the effect by giving the feeling of depth as the traveller moves through the underpass. 

2.4. The darker sapphire blue band has been kept to a minimum to ensure a light appearance through the underpass.

2.5. The layout is simple to set out and symmetrical on both sides of the carriageway. 

2.6. Approval from Lead Member is sought in order to ensure that the proposed alternative is acceptable prior to seeking tender prices. 

3. FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS

3.1. The project has been included in and will be funded from the 2005/2006 Transport Capital Programme.

4. CONCLUSION

4.1. Repainting the Pendleton retaining walls will ensure that this asset is maintained in good order and will maintain the appearance of the highway corridor for the benefit of the general public. Prior approval of the painting layout will provide Lead Member early involvement in the appearance of the underpass walls and ensure that the returned tender documents accurately portray the accepted refurbishment scheme.
