1.0 BACKGROUND

1.1 Following the receipt of a complaint from a member of the public, a potential hazard for cyclists was identified at the junction of Hampson Street and the Manchester Salford Inner Relief Route.

1.2 This junction is part of the National Cycle Network routes 6 and 55.

1.3 During the phasing of the traffic signals at this junction, northbound traffic is stopped to enable opposing traffic to turn right into Hampson Street. However, as these northbound vehicles stop, cyclists could also assume that southbound traffic has been stopped and incorrectly conclude that it is safe to cross the Inner Relief Route. 

2.0 DETAILS
2.1 It is proposed to remove this hazard with the introduction of additional crossing facilities at the junction. These additional facilities require new push button equipment ensuring that the cyclists can cross the Inner Relief Route in one movement.

2.2 As demand for this facility is expected to remain relatively low however, it is not anticipated that it will unduly affect the efficiency of traffic on the Inner Relief Route.

2.3 The works require some additional ducting and amendments to the traffic signal equipment. As such it is proposed that the works are carried out directly by the Greater Manchester Urban Traffic Control Unit (GMUTC) and their preferred contractors.   

3.0 FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS

3.1 A quotation for the proposed works has been received from GMUTC for £12,049.67 The overall cost of the scheme is summarised as follows
