EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:

Funding for Moss Lane Highway Improvements is approved within Salford City Council’s 2010/2011 Block 3 Transport Capital Programme.
The capital programme allocation including Urban Vision design and supervision fee and construction cost is £350,000.
This report seeks approval for the submitted Target Price and the appointment of Tarmac National Contracting Limited as Principal Contractor to undertake the works.

	Lead Member will recall that the poor condition of Moss Lane has been the subject of considerable concern for residents backing onto Moss Lane, giving rise to noise and dust nuisance.  Reconstruction with in-built traffic calming measures is considered the only option to resolve these matters.

Moss Lane Highway Improvements provides new carriageway surfacing, footway and highway lighting improvements, traffic calming measures and general debris and vegetation clearance.

The project was allocated to Tarmac National Contracting Limited as part of the partnering arrangements under the principles of Rethinking Construction Framework during November 2010 to obtain a Target Cost.  A Target Cost was received on 16 December 2010.    

The scheme is in line with Salford City Council’s 2010/2011 Block 3 Transport Capital Programme and the works have been designed and will be implemented within the budget of £350,000. 
This report seeks approval of the appointment of Tarmac National Contracting Limited as Principal Contractor to undertake the works, the submitted Target Cost and Urban Vision design and supervision fees.
