TITLE:
BLOCK 3 TRANSPORT CAPITAL PROGRAMME 2011/12
RECOMMENDATION:

It is recommended that the proposed programme of Transport Capital Expenditure for 2011/12 be approved, in order to enable further design work and public consultation to take place, as necessary.  
EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:

This report presents the proposed Block 3 Transport Capital Programme for 2011/12.
BACKGROUND DOCUMENTS:

DETAILS:
1.
The 2011/12 Local Transport Capital Expenditure Settlement was announced by the Government on 13th December 2010, when it also announced its allocations for 2012/13, and indicative allocations for 2013/14 and 2014/15.  In that settlement, Salford City Council received an allocation of £2.640 million for transport capital maintenance for 2011/12, which is the City Council’s share of £27.434 million allocated to the Greater Manchester area. 
2.
The Government also made available a further £21.462 million to Greater Manchester as its Integrated Transport Block allocation.  However, this figure will be fully utilised by the AGMA agreed topslice contribution towards the Greater Manchester Transport Fund for major schemes, for which expenditure has already been committed on the Metrolink extension projects.   Consequently, the districts will not receive any additional minor works capital funding from the Integrated Transport Block allocation. For information, Salford’s share, based on historic levels (and had it not been topsliced), would have been expected to be approximately £2.300 million.
3.
However, the LTP capital maintenance allocations are not specifically ring-fenced to maintenance works in any given year, although the Government expects that, ultimately over time, expenditure will be broadly in line with that for which it has been allocated.  As such, the City Council is able to utilise its available transport capital funding on a general programme of transport improvements, all as it considers will best suit the current financial situation, and its local transport priorities and needs.
4.
In addition to the LTP allocation, the City Council has unspent resources remaining for Cadishead Way, and it is anticipated that approximately £0.161 million will be required in 2011/12, in order to complete all outstanding land compensation costs.  The City Council has also agreed to make available a further £4.966 million of capital resources through prudential borrowing arrangements, to provide addition transport funding, specifically towards highway maintenance (highways investment and network recovery) and street lighting renewal.  A further £0.289 million of unsupported borrowing has also been approved by the City Council to fund the enabling works for the Victoria Street and Greengate improvements. The proposed programmes and expenditure profiles for these latter two allocations will be the subject of separate reports to the Lead Member in due course.
5.
The proposed Block 3 Transport Capital Programme for 2011/12 is shown in the attached Annex 1.  The programme is also summarised in Table 1 below:

Within the proposed Transport Capital Programme for 2011/12, points of particular note include:
· a continued commitment towards reducing road casualties, with £0.580 million allocated to local safety schemes;
· funding for supporting works to enable the Victoria Street and Greengate improvements to progress;
· £0.085 million to provide improved cycling facilities, including cycle parking facilities and improved cycle route links to Manchester City Centre;
· a further programme of providing dropped kerbs and tactile paving improvements;
· additional devolved budget provision, with a further allocation of £400,000 for 2011/12, to be split between the Community Committees; and
· works to protect against vehicles over-riding on the footways of Network Rail bridges which are not strong enough to carry such loads.
7.
The proposed allocations for the funding of Community Committees’ devolved budgets schemes amounts to approx £1.236 million, and includes funding to deliver all those schemes that have been identified but not yet implemented, except for those schemes where the costs of such schemes would increase expenditure over and above the Community Committee’s total allocations to-date.  One major scheme will be affected by this approach, the proposed A580 / Newearth Road Pedestrian Crossing scheme in Boothstown. It is therefore proposed to make available future capital funding to secure with the GMPTE agreed improvements in safety at this particular junction.
8.
Due to the limited resources remaining (following the recent cuts in local transport funding levels) the programme does not include any provision to cover for previously allocated devolved budget resources that have not yet had schemes identified against them.  However, the programme does include for a further £0.400 million allocation for new schemes in 2011/12, as an additional £50,000 per Community Committee.  Community Committees should be advised to identify schemes on which to utilise these funds at their earliest opportunity, in order for them to be drawn up and implemented during this financial year.  The schedule of Community Committee schemes identified to-date is shown in Annex 2.

The proposed programme also includes funding for the advanced design of future years’ schemes, in order to help better plan for new schemes over a steady programme, and to provide for a more even spend profile over the following financial year, 2012/13.  If necessary, it may be possible to bring forward one or more of these schemes as a reserve scheme, should any of the programmed schemes become delayed for some reason, in order to ensure a full spend of resources during 2011/12.

The proposed programme includes for improvements to assist people with disabilities, and also improvements for pedestrians, cyclists and buses, all of which will assist people without access to a car.

Medium.   Failure to spend Transport Capital Allocations on initiatives in line with Government guidelines will impact on future settlement levels, both for the City Council and for AGMA as a whole.
SOURCE OF FUNDING:  
£2.640 million of funding has been allocated by the Department for Transport, via the LTP funding process.
LEGAL IMPLICATIONS Supplied by Tony Hatton Ext 2904
Noted for monitoring purposes. No specific Legal implications. The LTP capital maintenance allocations are not specific to any given year which gives the City Council some flexibility to look at its transport improvements and prioritise as necessary. Other resources referred to in the Report will contribute to land compensation costs, highways maintenance and street lighting, together with better non-vehicular facilities, and an encouragement for Community Committees to identify and prioritise schemes as soon as possible. Any highway improvements will also contribute to reducing the number of potential third party claims against the Council in any event.

Opening Para:

1. At a meeting on 5 April 2011, Cllr Derek Antrobus, Lead Member for Planning, is to approve Salford’s Transport Capital Programme for 2011/12.  The programme sets out £3.090 million of expenditure on local transport improvements, such as for local safety schemes; new cycle routes and facilities; improvements for pedestrians; and bridge strengthening.

Body of Text:

2. Each year, the City Council receives transport funding allocations from the Department for Transport, to implement improvements in line with the aims and objectives of the Greater Manchester Local Transport Plan.  This approved capital programme sets out how the City Council intends to spend those allocations.

3. Schemes of particular note include:

· a continued commitment towards reducing road casualties, with £0.580 million allocated to local safety schemes;


· funding for supporting works to enable the Victoria Street and Greengate improvements to progress;


· £0.085 million to provide improved cycling facilities, including cycle parking facilities and improved cycle route links to Manchester City Centre;


· a further programme of providing dropped kerbs and tactile paving improvements;


· additional devolved budget provision, with a further allocation of £400,000 for 2011/12, to be split between the Community Committees; 


· works to protect against vehicles over-riding on the footways of Network Rail bridges which are not strong enough to carry such loads.

Cllr Antrobus said, “These improvements are part of the Council’s continued endeavours to make the City’s transport system, safer, healthier and more sustainable, as we strive to minimise the negative effects of car use.  They will help tackle some of our worst road casualty problems, maintain essential road infrastructure, and support the substantial regeneration of central areas”.

The above programme of works will be in addition to the ongoing programme of major transport schemes being led by the GMPTE, which will include the Cross City Busway and Leigh / Salford / Manchester Busway.  In addition, the City Council’s highway maintenance will be the subject of a further report to the Lead Member in due course.
