EXECUTIVE SUMMARY : Pendleton Roundabout Retaining Walls will be repainted and to ensure the safety of grounds maintenance operatives, safety railing will be fixed to the full length of the retaining walls. Repairs to leaking bridge joints will also be carried out within the contract.

1. BACKGROUND

1.1. The paint finish to the retaining walls of the A6 at Pendleton roundabout has deteriorated and the colours severely faded and worn. 

1.2. Recent inspections have identified that the paintwork is peeling and flaking making the appearance of the underpass unsightly.

1.3. Specialist advice has recommended that the retaining wall surfaces should be grit blasted and a fairing (smoothing) coat applied to provide a quality finish and ensure a minimum life expectancy of the new coating of 10 years.

1.4. The surface preparation of the retaining wall surfaces in preparedness for repainting would remove a significant proportion of the existing coating. This will require full remarking of the existing pattern prior to repainting and therefore it was concluded that a new pattern could be utilised.

1.5. Lead Member approved the design for the coating on 3rd October 2005.    

2. DETAILS

2.1. The retaining walls are to be repainted in three colours.

2.2. To protect grounds maintenance operatives and the public new safety rails are to be installed on the tops of the retaining walls.

2.3. Works to leaking bridge joints are to be carried out within the contract.    

2.4. The work is programmed to commence on 30th January 2006 and has a contract completion date of 13th April 2006.
