DETAILS:
The report details the proposals for the introduction of a contra-flow cycle lane along the one-way section of Gt George Street and amendments to the existing Traffic Regulation Orders.

Introduction

This scheme was presented to the Traffic Management Unit for approval with some minor concerns raised by GMP. These concerns have been addressed and approval given.

This scheme is illustrated on the attached Drawing No. TT/PC/T/5/19/Gt1 and will comprise:-

· The introduction of a contra-flow cycle lane along the one way section of Gt George Street (between Chapel Street and Bank Street).

· Reducing the Gt George Street approach to a single lane, allowing for all manoeuvres into the junction.

· Introduction of 2 new pedestrian refuges, one at each end of the one-way section.

· Introduction of a mandatory cycle lane and advanced stop line on Gt George Street (between Bank Street and Chapel Street).

AMENDMENT OF

THE CITY OF SALFORD (ST PHILLIP’S CHURCH) (PROHIBITION OF WAITING) ORDER 1969

IN SO FAR AS IT RELATES TO:

SCHEDULE 1

INTRODUCTION OF NO WAITING RESTRICTION

8.00am to 6.00pm Monday to Friday

Amend:

The West side of Gt George Street, on the east side for 51 yards from Chapel Street in a northerly direction and for 5 yards from Cleminson Street in a southerly direction.

To read:

Great George Street west side from a point 44 metres north of Chapel Street to Cleminson Street.

Great George Street east side from Cleminson Street for a distance of 4.5 metres in a southerly direction.

To Introduce 24 hour No Waiting restrictions on the following sections of highway:

Great George Street west side from Chapel Street for a distance of 38 metres in a northerly direction.

Great George Street east side from Chapel Street for a distance of 46 metres in a northerly direction.

To Introduce a Mandatory  with flow Cycle Lane.

Any area of the carriageway of that length of Great George Street which extends from the southern kerbline of Bank Street to Chapel Street in the City of Salford which is bounded on the east by the eastern kerbline of that road and on the west side by a road marking complying with Diagram 1049 in Schedule 6 to the Traffic Signs Regulations and General Directions, 2002.

To Introduce a Mandatory contra-flow Cycle lane.

i)
Any area of the carriageway of that length of Great George Street which extends from the northern kerbline of Chapel Street to the southern kerbline of Bank Street in the City of Salford which is bounded on the west side by the western kerbline of that road and on the east by a road marking complying with Diagram 1049 in Schedule 6 to the Traffic Signs Regulations and General Directions, 2002, broken only by an opening for foot passengers on the road in accordance with Regulations made under Section 23 of the said Act of 1984 or by a street refuge.

The Strategic Director of Housing & Planning recommends that the contents of this report be noted and approval be given to proceed with the advertising of the proposed Traffic Regulation Order amendments to facilitate a contraflow cycle lane.

Estimated Cost

Approximately £25,000 to be funded from the Block 3 Transport Capital Programme for 2005/06.
