DETAILS:
The report details traffic calming proposals for the Frederick Road / Camp Street  junction.

1. As part of the Neighbourhood Road Safety Initiative traffic calming schemes have been drawn up for areas where it is believed they will reduce the number and severity of accidents involving children. A detailed analysis of  accident records has revealed the Frederick Road / Camp Street junction is one area where such a scheme would be beneficial.

2. The accident records indicate that there have been 19 accidents (1 serious the remaining 18 slight), resulting in 24 casualties during the 3 year period August 2000 to July 2003. 6 of the accidents involved pedestrians (4 of them to children, 1 resulting in serious injury). A number of pedestrian accidents occurred slightly away from the dedicated crossing locations as the junction is open and there is no guardrail to guide pedestrians to the dropped crossing facilities.

Of the remainder 11 involved vehicular accidents, all slight injuries (4 as a result of vehicles failing to conform to a red signal) and 1 involved slight injury to a two wheeled powered vehicle rider. The remaining accident involved 2 buses.

3. To address this problem it is proposed to introduce the following: - 

Erection of lengths of ‘visirail’ type pedestrian guard rail to guide pedestrians to the appropriate places to cross under red/green man protection. It is also further proposed to enhance the safety of the junction for cyclists by providing advanced cycle stop lines and also 50m of buff coloured anti-skid material on the Camp Street and Frederick Road approaches to the junction.

4. It is anticipated that these measures will lead to reduced vehicle speeds and create a safer environment for local residents, particularly vulnerable road users such as children and elderly people, etc. The enclosed plan no. TT/PC/NRSI/Br1 illustrates the scheme layout.
5. Consultations have been carried out with ward councillors local residents and shop owners with no objections received.

6. The Strategic Director of Housing & Planning recommends that the contents of this report be noted and approval be given to proceed with the proposed junction improvements.

Estimated Cost

Approximately £27,000 to be funded from Department for Transport grant funding & £22,000 to be funded from the Block 3 Transport Capital Programme.
