DETAILS 

1.0 BACKGROUND
Liverpool Road, Eccles is identified in the Neighbourhood Renewal Strategy as one of the key priority linear corridors within the city.  As major  gateway routes into the city, linear corridors provide the first impression of the area.  The current physical appearance of Liverpool Road, Eccles indicates a high level of decline and demonstrates that the area is suffering from a poor environment.

A Linear Corridor Development Officer was appointed to focus on key linear corridors and their development.

The development of Liverpool Road, Eccles is driven by an officer working group and the Liverpool Road Strategy and Action Plan was agreed by Cabinet in 2003.  Improvements to the public realm are prioritised in this Action Plan.

The officer working group together with ward members and local traders have discussed the issues facing Liverpool Road, Eccles.  This group with direction from Councillor Lancaster agreed priority should be given to shop front and footway improvements.
The footway and shop front improvement schemes have been developed to compliment each other, both of which help address the declining image of Liverpool Road, Eccles.

2.0 DETAILS
The scheme comprises excavating the existing footway and resurfacing to binder course level to make it safe for members of the public.  The shop front improvements will then commence with a specific deadline of works to be completed by April 2005.  After this date the reconstruction of the footway will be completed.
