1. BACKGROUND

1.1. At the meeting of the Lead Member on 26th March 2007, approval was given to the proposed programme of Transport Capital Expenditure for 2007/2008.

1.2. Included within the programme is an allocation for improvements to pedestrian crossing facilities on the A6 Chorley Road / Manchester Road between Moorside Road and Irlams O’ th’ Heights.

1.3   On this section of the A6, excluding the signalised junctions, there have been 27 reported injury collisions on Chorley Road and 26 reported injury collisions on Manchester Road in the same 3 year period.

1.4 Consultations have been carried out with local residents and from the     responses received 84% were in favour of the proposed scheme. The scheme has also been approved at Traffic Management Unit

1.5 In accordance with the Re-thinking Construction Framework Agreement      the scheme has been allocated to Urban Vision who are experienced in this type of work.

2.0   DETAILS
 2.1
The scheme comprises:

· Upgrading existing splitter islands.

· Creating gateway features and build outs.

· Application of red coloured surfacing at controlled crossing points and improving central hatching.
