BACKGROUND
1.1

At the meeting of the Lead Member on 26th March 2007, approval was given to the proposed programme of Transport Capital Expenditure for 2007/2008.

Included within the programme is an allocation of funds for schemes identified by local Community Committees.

1.3

The Worsley / Boothstown Community Committee have requested that highway improvements be made to Fairmount Avenue and to Ellenbrook Road. Resurfacing proposals have been produced by Urban Vision and the associated estimates have been approved by the Political Excecutive of the Community Committee.

In accordance with the Re-thinking Construction Framework Agreement the scheme has been allocated to Urban Vision who are experienced in delivering this type of work.

DETAILS

2.1
The works comprise:

· Fairmount Road (from Worsley Road to Chatsworth Road)- 50mm inlay, 50mm cold plane 1m width to both channels, of Stone Mastic Asphalt (SMA). Regulating along the centreline and overlay 50mm (SMA) (to reintroduce the camber) Adjustment of ironwork.
· Ellenbrook Road (from the roundabout near St Mary’s Church to the cul de sac end) – micro asphalt surface treatment.
