1.0 BACKGROUND
1.1
At the meeting of the Lead Member on 4th April, 2005, approval was given to the proposed programme of Transport Capital Expenditure for 2005/2006.

1.2
Included within the programme is an allocation for the resurfacing of Cadishead Way Stage 1.

1.3
The scheme is required to improve the surface condition of the Primary Route Network (PRN) on this section of highway.

1.4
Cadishead Way Stage 2 is due to be opened on 16th September, 2005, and it is intended to complete the resurfacing of the existing section of Stage 1 prior to this date in order to avoid unnecessary disruption on the whole of Cadishead Way once Stage 2 has been opened.

In accordance with the Joint Venture Contract the work has been offered to Urban Vision who are particularly experienced in this type of work and are able to undertake and complete the works in the required timescale.

2.0 DETAILS
2.1
The scheme comprises:

· Resurfacing the carriageway of Cadishead Way in Stone Mastic Asphalt from Boysnope Wharf to Ferry Road, a length of approx. 1200m.

· The existing kerbs and footway will be retained as existing.
