DETAILS:

1.0 Background
1.1
At the Cabinet meeting on 17th September 2002 a report was considered which set out the opportunities to develop a large modern foodstore on land adjoining Salford Shopping City.

1.2
In order to secure vacant possession of the foodstore site and the relocation of St James RC School it was resolved that compulsory purchase orders be made for the respective sites.

1.3
However, a further report was taken to Cabinet on 3rd February 2004 when it was resolved to revise the titles of the proposed orders to reflect the fact that the Orders had not been sealed in 2002 and to incorporate the rebranding of the Council’s identity.

2.0
Details

2.1
Unfortunately the making of the Order was further delayed due to the fact that further negotiations, mainly involving the funding agreement with Tesco, were necessary to protect the interests of the City Council.

2.2
The issues have been resolved and the Order can now be progressed.  The proposed order lands are shown edged red and coloured pink on the attached plan. The extent of the land to be taken, as identified on the plan is greater than previously proposed as a result of further redevelopment proposals involving the owner of Salford Shopping City.  Consultations are currently taking place with both Tesco and the owners of Salford Shopping City (Novembre Properties Limited) with a view to agreeing the exact boundaries.  Basically the changes (if any) will take place along Pendleton Way and Rossall Way and if anything will result in a reduced land take to that shown on the plan.

Conclusion

Given the passage of time to progress the proposed order it will be necessary for it to be retitled “The Salford City Council (Land at Fitzwarren Street/Pendleton Way, Salford) Compulsory Purchase Order 2007”.
