DEMOLITION OF SALFORD METHODIST CHURCH, LANGWORTHY
RECOMMENDATION:

That the Lead Member for Property:

1. Approves the appointment of P McGuiness Ltd to demolish the Salford Methodist Church building following its vacation by it’s current users.
EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:


The Council acquired the freehold interest in the Salford Methodist Church shown edged red on Plan 1 on 26 March 2007 as part of the site assembly process for a proposed new superstore.  

The land was acquired from Salford Methodist Church.

As part of the acquisition arrangements Salford Methodist Church is to relocate to a new purpose built church, which is being constructed on Langworthy Road.

Upon completion of the Council’s acquisition, the Church was granted a ‘lease back’ to enable them to continue in occupation whilst the new church was constructed.

Construction of the new church is practically complete and it is anticipated that the existing Church will move across very shortly. The existing church needs to be demolished as part of the superstore proposals and therefore to avoid costs arising from vandalism and maintaining the security of the  building it is considered it should be demolished at the earliest possible date following vacation.

	The church is located at the southern end of the superstore site and sits between the Langworthy and Seedley Regeneration Area and the Pendleton PFI Regeneration Area and Salford Shopping City.

	The church is to relocate to new purpose built church on Langworthy Road and they were granted a ‘lease back’ of the building on completion of the Council’s acquisition to enable them to continue in occupation whilst the new church was constructed.

	In the near future the Church will relocate to the new build premises on Langworthy Road.



	2.2
	With a view to limiting management and security costs for the existing building once it is vacated, it is proposed that it be demolished at the earliest possible date.



	2.3
	A quotation has been provided by Urban Vision through the demolition partnership with  P McGuiness Ltd for the demolition of the building in the sum of £127,500 (one hundred and twenty seven thousand five hundred pounds).



	2.4
	The demolition cost includes for welfare facilities, surveys, disconnections, boundary treatment, asbestos removal, demolition of the building including removal of basement areas, site security during the construction programme, CDM Co-ordination and site finish.

	The demolition works are estimated to take approximately 4 months from the vacation of the property.

As long as the building has been completely vacated and the Lease has been properly surrendered at commencement of demolition, there should be no implications. Indeed, demolition is by far the preferable option to leaving the property vacant when it could be vandalised and there could be a risk of children gaining entry and being injured.
