1.0 BACKGROUND;

1.1 New Lane is a local distributor, approximately 850m long, which runs between Liverpool Road and Worsley Road. There are two schools (Beech Street Primary and St Patrick’s High School), a nursing home and a number of small businesses along New Lane. 

1.2 Correspondence was received from Beech Street Primary School expressing concerns about speeding vehicles and requesting traffic calming measures on New Lane.

1.3 An analysis of local road traffic accidents revealed that there were 7 reported injury accidents along New lane in the three year period up to the end of December 2003.

1.4 Extensive consultation was undertaken and a series of traffic calming measures were identified. Those measures were reported to and approved by Lead Member on 27th September 2004.

1.5 The Traffic Regulation Order required in support of the scheme has been advertised and was sealed by the City Council on the 21st January 2005. 

1.6 The detailed design has now been completed and a quotation the works has been received from City Highways. The details of the design remain as originally proposed and are outlined below.

2.0 DETAILS;
2.1 The proposals for the scheme comprise;

· The construction of 3 No. speed tables at the junctions of New Lane and Campbell Road, Lavinia Street and Beech Street 

· The construction of 1 No. speed table on New Lane north of the junction with Moor Lane

· The construction of 4 No. sets of speed cushions along new Lane

· Installation of appropriate traffic signs and lines

2.2 It is anticipated that the work will commence in March 2005 and take approximately 10 weeks to complete.

2.3 The construction of the scheme will require the temporary closure of New Lane. Local traffic diversions will be established. 

2.4 It is proposed that affected residents and businesses are advised of the traffic management proposals in advance of commencement of the works   

3.0 FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS

3.1 A quotation for the proposed works has been received from City Highways for £73,561.14. 

3.2 The overall cost of the scheme is summarised as follows
