TITLE :     SECONDARY SCHOOL CYCLE PARKING PROGRAMME


RECOMMENDATIONS :  It is recommended that the Lead Member approves the funding for the provision of secure and sheltered cycle parking facilities at all Secondary Schools within Salford, via a 3 year funding programme of approximately £75,000 per year.



EXECUTIVE SUMMARY :   This report describes the proposal to offer each Secondary School in Salford funding towards the provision of secure and sheltered cycle parking.  The funding programme would provide approximately £75,000 per year between 2005/06 – 2007/08, and offer each Secondary School between £12,000 - £15,000, sufficient to install adequate parking for 40 – 50 bikes.  This would equate to around 50% of the recommended level of cycle parking as stated within the City Council’s Draft Unitary Development Plan.

Introduction:
1.
The Lead Member will be aware of the City Council’s current work with regard to 
promoting the more sustainable forms of transport, such as public transport, cycling 
and walking, and the associated work of the City Council’s Travel Plan Coordinator in 
encouraging local businesses and schools to develop and implement their own 
individual Travel Plans.

2.
Nationally, the number of car trips performing the school-run has increased 
significantly over the past 15 years, and is notably contributing to the problems of 
peak-time traffic congestion, as well as leading to localised parking problems.  In 
addition, local and national health bodies are raising increasing concerns over the 
fitness of school pupils, with the number of overweight or obese children continuing 
to rise.  

3.
At present, cycling represents only 1% of travel to Secondary Schools in Salford.  
The work of the Travel Plan Coordinator, however, has raised much interest amongst 
the City’s schools, with many now in the process of developing and implementing 
their own Travel Plans.  In addition, the City Council’s Local Cycling Strategy 
includes the aim of providing secure and covered cycle parking facilities at all 
Secondary Schools within the City.


School Cycle Parking:

4.
The proposal is to establish a 3 year programme to offer each Secondary School in 
Salford the funding to provide secure and sheltered cycle parking facilities.  The 
suggestion is that each school should be offered an amount roughly equating to £15 
per pupil, i.e. between £12,000 - £15,000 per school.  In general, this should enable 
each of the City’s 14 Secondary Schools to 
provide between 40 – 50 secure and 
sheltered cycle parking spaces.


5.
The funding will consist of a 3 year programme of approximately £75,000 per  
year, costing of the order of £225,000 in total during the 2005/06 – 2007/08 financial 
years, and would be funded via Block 3 Transport Capital allocations for those years.

6.
The City Council’s draft Revised Unitary Development Plan now includes cycle 
parking standards to be applied to all future new schools.  These standards require 
the provision of one cycle parking space per 10 staff and one per 10 pupils.  If 
applied to the City’s existing Secondary Schools, this would translate to between 80 
– 100 spaces per school.   It can be seen, therefore, that the proposal would fund 
approximately 50% of the spaces that would be required under the new UDP.  It 
would be expected that each school will fund the supply of additional future 
parking provision, if and when the demand ever arises.


Conclusion:

7.
This funding programme will significantly assist in the promotion and development of 
School Travel Plans amongst the City’s Secondary Schools, which in turn will lead to 
a reduction in car travel to schools, and an associated reduction in traffic, congestion 
and casualties on Salford’s roads.  In addition, the proposal will encourage school 
children to cycle more, which should help lead to the development of a more 
physically active culture and healthier population within the city.
