DETAILS:

1.0 BACKGROUND

1.1
Proposals to improve the public enquiry area and facilities to inspect plans etc have been approved for funding via the Planning Delivery Grant which the Council has been successful in obtaining.  Accordingly the works comprise a revised public enquiry counter [combining central reception and planning enquiries] as well as facilities to view plans by computer link.

1.2
Works include replacement of existing suspended ceiling, lighting, decoration etc.  Related to the proposal and intended to be completed at the same time is a proposal approved by the Lead Member for Customer and Support Services in respect of a low level security barrier with “turnstile” arrangement to address the fundamental security / layout problem in main reception whereby staff passing through reception “mix” with visitors. It is therefore easy for intruders to “tailgate” into the building. There have been a number of reported  incidents and clearly there is a basic problem or risk to be addressed. Details of the proposed barrier and a demonstration are to be provided for appraisal via the Customer and Support Services Directorate.
