DETAILS:

Hamilton Gardens was developed in 1991 replacing the former Cheetham Hill Estate, this was sold as one of the first Private sector/Public Sector arrangements.

No section 38 agreements were progressed and consequently the roads and footpaths were not adopted.  In 2003 Lovells, the developer requested that the matter be resolved urgently due to the fact that they were still maintaining the site.

The Council then approved to the retrospective closures be pursued under s116 of the Highways Act (listed below A-S) on 12th September 2003 – PLAN A ATTACHED.

A. Footway 35 St Brelades Drive, Salford 7

B. Carriageway outside 17-19 St Brelades Drive

C. Footway at the rear of 73-79 George Street

D .Footway at the rear of 83 George Street

E. Carriageway outside 31-33 St Martins Drive

F. Footway at the side of 47 Brelades Drive

G. Footways at the rear St Brelades Drive

H. Carriageway at the rear of St Brelades Drive

I. Footway at the side of 54 St Heliers Drive

J. Footway outside 2-42 St Heliers Drive

K. Carriageway outside 10-34 St Heliers Drive

L. Footway outside 1-15 St Heliers Drive

M. Footway at the rear of 20-42 St Martins Drive Salford

N. Footway at the rear of 25 Asaphs Drive to the rear of St Brelades Drive

P. Carriageway outside 5-7 St Heliers Drive

Q. Carriageway outside 33 St Kilda’s Drive

R. Carriageway opposite 17-19 St Brelades Drive

S. Footways outside 10-34 St Heliers Drive

However, both the Open Spaces Society and the Ramblers Association opposed the order and therefore were invited into Salford City Council to meet with Officers from Law and Administration and the Highway Authority to resolve the issues on the 9th March 2004.  It was at this meeting that a compromise was reached to add seven new paths on the estate to the definitive map and statement.  Due to this agreement being made the objections from the footpath interest groups were withdrawn and the S116 order was confirmed by Salford Magistrates Court on 1st July 2004.

Unfortunately at this time the Council did not promote a Definitive Map Modification Order and this is why permission is being sought for this now.

The legal descriptions of the proposed definitive Public Rights of Way are outlined below  - PLAN B ATTACHED.

1) A public footpath, that is a path over which the public have a right of way, of width no less than 2 metres running from the point s marked A and B between 47 St Brelades Drive and 54 St. Heliers Drive in a north westerly direction for a distance of approximately 25 metres to the point marked C on Thomas Street and shown by the broken black line marked A-C on the map attached to this notice, the number of this footpath to be known as ‘Salford 19’.

2) A public footpath, that is a path over which the public have a right of way on foot only, of a width no less than 1.7 metres running from the point marked D on St. Asaph’s Drive in a northerly direction for a distance of approximately 69 metres to where it ends at point E on St. Asaph’s Drive, and shown by a broken black line marked D – E on the map attached to this notice, the footpath to be known as ‘Salford 20’.

3) A public footpath, that is a path over which the public have right of way on foot only, of a width of no less than 1.7 metres running from the point marked F on Bank Street in an easterly and south-easterly direction for a distance of approximately 123 metres where it ends at point G next to 42 St Kilda’s Drive and shown by a broken black line marked F – G on the map attached to this notice, the footpath to be known as ‘Salford 21’.

4) A public footpath, that is a path over which the public have a right of way on foot only, of a width of no less than 1.7 metres running from the point marked H on St. Kilda’s Drive in a southerly direction for a distance of approximately 90 metres before terminating at the point marked I outside 21 St. Kilda’s Drive and shown by a broken black line marked I-H on the map attached to this Notice, the footpath to be known as ‘Salford 22’.

5) A public footpath, that is a path over which the public have a right of way on foot, of a width of no less than 3.5 metres running from the point marked J next to St. Helier’s Drive for a distance of approximately 84 metres in a north easterly direction onto St. Mark’s Lane and terminating at the point marked K, the junction with Bury Old Road and shown by a broken line marked J – K on the plan attached to this Order, the footpath to be known as ‘Salford 23’.

6) A public footpath, that is a path over which the public have a right of way on foot only, of a width of no less than 2 metres running from point marked L next to 30 St. Martin’s Drive in a southerly then south easterly direction and then in a southerly direction to the rear of Japan Street for a total distance of 135 metres and then terminating at the point marked M next to 4 Japan Street and shown by a broken black line marked L-M on the plan attached to this Notice, the footpath to be known as ‘Salford 24’.

7) A public footpath that is a path over which the public have a right of way on foot, of a width of no less than 2 metres running from the point marked N which leaves footpath 24 next to St. Martin’s Drive in a southerly direction before going down some steps for a distance of approximately 25 metres before rejoining Footpath 24 at point marked O, and shown by a broken line marked N-O on the plan attached to this Notice, the footpath to be known as ‘Salford 25’.

8) A public footpath, that is a path over which the public have a right of way on foot only, of a width of no less than 1.7 metres which leaves footpath 24 at the point marked P and which runs in front of 1 St. Kilda’s Drive in a north easterly direction for approximately 24 metres to point Q, shown by a broken black line on the map attached to this Notice, the footpath to be know as ‘Salford 26’.

RECOMMENDATION

That the Definitive Map and Statement be amended effectively creating seven new definitive Public Rights of Way on the former Cheetham Hill Estate, Salford 7.
