1.0  BACKGROUND;

1.1 At the Lead Member briefing of the 23rd September 2003 it was noted that Persimmon Homes, the developer of land adjacent to Little Moss Lane, had made a contribution of £126,000 to the City Council under a Section 106 Agreement of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990 for environmental improvements. These improvements were to comprise the making up of part of Little Moss Lane, the making up of part of Devon Street and Worsley Street and the provision of an area of public open space.

1.2 Lead Member consequently approved the specification, estimate and provisional apportionment of costs associated with the Private Street Works application for Little Moss Lane, Swinton made in accordance with the Highways Act 1980.

1.3 Lead Member will be aware that works to Little Moss Lane are finished and is advised that works to improve Devon Street and Worsley Street are now proposed. 

2.0  DETAILS:

2.1 Lead Member will recall that the works to Little Moss Lane were facilitated via the Private Streetworks code of the Highways Act 1980. This method was appropriate for the circumstances but included a complex apportionment exercise for affected frontagers even though it was agreed that they were to bear no actual cost.

2.2 In this instance, because parts of Worsley Street and Devon Street are already adopted, it is considered more appropriate to carry out the improvement works and adopt through a process of dedication. 

2.3 To facilitate this process of dedication, it is proposed that each affected frontager is sent a copy of the attached correspondence seeking consent for the Highway Authority to carry out improvement works. The frontager is also obliged to agree to the dedication of the streets for the purposes of future maintenance. It will be necessary for all of the frontagers to agree to these proposals for this process to continue.  The result of this exercise will be reported to Lead Member in due course
2.4 Should the majority of frontagers agree to the proposals, Urban Vision (Highway Services ) will provide a target cost for the works. As the cost of the reconstruction of Little Moss Lane exceeded the developer’s contribution, the improvement of Worsley Street and Devon Street will be funded from the Transport Capital Programme. There will be no cost to the individual street frontager.

3.0 CONCLUSION:

3.1 It is recommended that the attached correspondence be circulated to affected frontagers of Worsley Street and Devon Street to initiate the process of street repairs and their dedication as adopted highways.
