-
The construction of Cadishead Way Stage 2 involved the compulsory purchase of part of Clarients decommissioned chemical storage and distribution site.  Title to the land vested in the City Council on 5 January 2004 and the City Council took physical possession on 2 February 2004.

-
Negotiations have been taking place with the claimants surveyors with regard to the compensation claim but it is unlikely that agreement will be reached in the foreseeable future.  The original claim was in excess of £1m but the latest figure is in the sum of £666,256.  On the basis of the information to date the City Council’s figure is £221,000 in full and final settlement.

-
The compensation issues associated with this case are quite complex involving the principles of betterment and set-off.  Consequently this case will take some time to resolve and for this reason and in accordance with Section 52 of the Land Compensation Act 1973 the claimants have requested an advance payment of compensation.

-
The advance payment will amount to 90% of the City Council’s figure of £221,000 and on this basis the payment will be £198,900 plus statutory interest from the date of vesting.  The statutory interest currently stands at £10,059.00.
