1.0 BACKGROUND

1.1
Under New Deal for Schools Condition and Modernisation Fund, money has been awarded to replace the defective felt roof covering, replace rotten windows/doors and to provide an accessible toilet.

1.2
The felt roof to various blocks was identified within the Asset Management Condition Survey as being in a poor condition and requiring re-roofing.

1.3
Various windows and doors were identified within the Asset Management Condition Survey as being in a poor condition and requiring replacement.

1.4
A specification has been prepared to overlay the existing roof covering with an elastomeric felt system, the windows are to be replaced in UPVC with double glazing and an accessible toilet will be provided within the main reception area.
