Improvement of BV224a Condition of Non – Principal Classified Roads


DETAILS:

1.0. Lead Member will be aware that the City Council recently agreed to invest £22M in the highway network over a five year period.  The purpose of this investment is twofold:

· To reduce tripping claims

· To improve the BVPI’s relating to this area.

1.1. A comprehensive programme detailing those footways and carriageways that would benefit from this funding has now been drawn up and will be reported in due course (ASAP).

1.2. Greenleach Lane is included within the Non-Principal Classified Road element of these proposals and the purpose of this report is to seek approval to replace the carriageway surface.  Urban Vision Highway Services have received a number of complaints about its condition from members of the public and local councillors.  Concerns about its condition have also been channelled to link officers via the Community Committees.

1.3. The cost of the work is estimated to be £63 250.
1.4. This work is being reported separately, in advance of the main programme, for two reasons:

(a) This will provide a new surface upon which a proposed accident reduction scheme (previously approved) can be implemented.  This would be beneficial so that the accident reduction scheme can be implemented without undue delay.

(b) A Principal Road Network Scheme is proposed for Worsley Road (early in the next financial year) and it is noted that Greenleach Lane is the preferred diversion route whilst this work is implemented.  It is felt, therefore, that it is advantageous to undertake this work in advance of the Worsley Road scheme.
