BACKGROUND:
1.1 The United Learning Trust (ULT) is currently working towards creating a new Academy for 750 pupils on the site of the existing Canon Williamson C of E High School. Salford City Academy became operational on the 1st September 2005 though new buildings to house the school are currently under construction with a completion date of 1st September 2006.

1.2 As part of the agreement with ULT, the City Council has committed funding to create a new access road to the school site.  The road is required to accommodate bus and other vehicular traffic to and from the Academy

2.0
DETAILS:
2.1 At the briefing on the 9th January, Lead member gave approval to carry out a site investigation and determine the extent of affected statutory undertakers services in connection with the construction of the City Academy Access Road as Peel Green

2.2 Much of that work has now been completed and information about the affected statutory undertakers services has been collated, suitable diversions designed and cost estimates produced

2.3 In order to meet the proposed construction programme for the road works it is considered necessary to place orders now with the affected statutory undertakers for the agreed service diversions.

3.0
FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS:
3.1 A provisional budget for the scheme of  £1,000,000 has been incorporated into the capital programme for 2006/2007. The developer of the plot of land adjacent to Verdant Lane will be contributing to the costs of the construction of the scheme.
