DETAILS:

Previous Lead Member report dated 4th April 2005 gained approval for the following scheme:

Eccles Old Road Subway Drainage

The work involves the general refurbishment of Eccles Old Road Subway. Parapets to the north ramp will be removed and replaced with new parapets and a protective paint system applied. The parapets to the south are to be repainted to the same colour scheme as the north parapets. The ramps to the north and south are to be resurfaced and levels amended to improve the drainage of the access ramps. Cycle barriers, ceiling to the underpass, and the handrails will also be painted. Damaged tiled areas within the subway are to be removed and replaced to match existing. Concrete repairs are required to the steps on the south ramp. All drains and gullies will be jet washed and de-scaled. This essential engineering work will also improve the general appearance of the subway and ramps.

In accordance with Standing Orders Urban Vision has now submitted a quotation for those works as follows:

Works - £55,316.61

Fees   - £10,676.11

Total     £65,992.72

It is therefore recommended that this quotation be accepted.
