DETAILS:
1. BACKGROUND
1.1  Eccles Town Hall forms part of the councils managed estate and is occupied by a mixture of council staff and other tenants. A substantial part of the first floor of the building is vacant and as part of a programme to bring this space forward for occupation a lift is to be installed in the front part of the building.  
1.2 In addition, an element of the Salford West Regeneration Framework is the improvement of building frontages on the Liverpool Street corridor with grant assistance from the regeneration framework budget. An improvement scheme has been agreed for the Town Hall and this work is being procured as part of the larger lift contract. This procurement through one contract is required to ensure compliance with CDM regulations  whilst delivering both schemes as part of one continuous programme of works.
2. PROPOSALS                    
2.1 A budget quotation was sought from the following company Warden  Construction Ltd, Preston.
2.2 The cost will be £225,397.49 plus fees of £13,523.85 giving a total of £238,921.34.
3. FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS
3.1 £199,699.45 will be funded from the Backlog Maintenance budget 2010 /11, £22,400 from the Salford West Regeneration Framework Budget 2010 / 11 and £16,821.89 from the Building Maintenance Budget 2010 / 11.
