1. BACKGROUND

1.1 The refurbishment of this accommodation is part of the office moves programme and the council’s Think Efficiency Programme, to better accommodate staff and improve existing office accommodation.

1.2 The refurbishment of Innovation House will facilitate the relocation of the Training Delivery Team from the third floor Civic Centre phase 2 building and other satellite locations which will release accommodation for the relocation of staff from target satellite buildings under the corporate accommodation strategy.

2.1 A budget quotation was sought form the following company Warden  Construction Ltd, Preston.
2.2 The cost will be £235,249.34 plus fees of £25,877.43 giving a total of £261,126.77.
