1.0 BACKGROUND

1.1
The school is included in the LEA’s Primary School Review and the works are required due to the existing dining block not satisfying current EHO standards.
1.2
Works will involve general repairs to the external render, replacement of all gutters, rainwaterpipes and replacement of the existing timber windows with new UPVC. Internally works will include the complete refurbishment, new flooring, plaster repairs, new suspended ceiling, upgrade of the electrical and mechanical installations and the formation of girls and boys toilets.

Tenders were invited from six contractors from the Councils approved list. During tender evaluation it was found that the lowest tenderer had not included 2No provisional sums and 1No priced item within their original tender price giving an additional £5,270.00. They subsequently withdrew their tender.

The second lowest tender has been checked and found to have No unauthorised amendments, qualifications or arithmetical errors.
