1.0 REPORT

In July 2002 the Traffic Management Unit approved a request for the revocation of prohibition of driving at Verdun Road/Anson Street, Winton on condition the redevelopment

of land adjacent to Verdun Road/Anson Street was residential. The request resulted from

consultations carried out with residents on the introduction of traffic calming measures on the

Westwood Park estate.

The prohibition of driving was introduced in 1988 as a result of residents complaining about vehicles associated with a haulage company, located at that time at the corner of Verdun Road and Anson Street.

The haulage company has since been sold and residential properties constructed. It is therefore recommended that the prohibition of driving now be revoked. Emergency services have no objections to the recommendation.
