1. BACKGROUND

1.1.  At the meeting of the Lead Member on 26th March 2007, approval was given to the proposed programme of Transport Capital Expenditure for 2007/2008.

1.2. Included within the programme is an allocation for footway protection works at Old Clough Lane rail bridge.

1.3. This scheme is to provide protection to under-strength footways by the introduction of containment kerbing along both sides of the carriageway over the span of the bridge.

1.4. Network Rail have been consulted regarding these proposals.

1.5. In accordance with the Re-thinking Construction Framework Agreement the scheme has been allocated to Urban Vision who are experienced in this type of work.

2.0 DETAILS

 2.1
Old Clough Lane Bridge has been assessed to have a zero load capacity under the footways due to qualitative assessment showing heavy corrosion of the deck plates and to have parapets that would withstand no impact loading. Network Rail owns the bridge and requires measures to be taken to prevent potentially serious damage occurring to their structure. Responsibility to prevent overloading of the footways and damage to the parapets, however, lies with Salford City Council. Failure to install appropriate protection works would leave the City Council with a major liability to which they would have no defence should an incident occur.

Accordingly agreement has been reached with Network Rail that the measures proposed in this report should avoid the need for more costly structural strengthening works that the Council would have to fund. Such strengthening would cost circa £500k.

The scheme comprises:

· Taking up existing kerbing.

· Installation of containment kerbs.

· Refurbishment of existing traffic calming measures on existing width restriction.

· Associated kerbing, footway re-construction and drainage works.

3.0    FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS
